The City Council of Murcia, in
the framework of its Local
Strategy against Climate
Change, boosts energy
efficiency and supports
renewable energy and has
created a register of the solar
thermal systems installed in
the City, as a new step to
secure its proper
implementation,

This register will include new
installed systems and already
existing ones in public or
private buildings and
facilities. The aim of this
register is to monitor the
implementation of the solar
thermal local obligation that
came into force in October
2008.

The department of
Environment has designed a
template in which builders
who include solar thermal
systems for production of hot
water will provide some data
to characterize the system,
especially the foreseen
energy savings. The
submission of this sheet will
be an administrative
requirement for obtaining the
license to sell the building.

ALEM, the Local Energy
Agency and Climate Change
of Murcia, as advisor of the
City Council of Murcia in the
fields of renewable energy
and energy efficiency, has
actively supported the
municipality from the
beginning of the Project.

The register of facilities was
set up in compliance with the

The clock is ticking: the European Commi ssionkE
Directive stipulates that all member countries must draft
their National Renewable Energy Action Plans (NREAP)
before the end of June this year. According to the RES
directive, these plans must set out national targets for the
share of energy from renewable sources consumed in
2020 in transport, electricity as well as heating and
cooling and include measures to meet these targets . As
far as heating and cooling is concerned, it is the first time
that this technology is explicitly covered by a Directive
promoting renewable energies.
